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There were many Mass Rocks over the countryside and tradition holds that St Oliver
offered Mass at some of these sites, including Mullaharlin that is near Ballybarrack. The
Mass rock at Cormeen, Stradone, Co Cavan is included, as a branch of the Plunkett
family settled in the area and perhaps St Oliver offered Mass there.

Mullingar (Cathedral of Christ the King) and Maynooth (St. Patrick's College) are
included as the Museums at these locations contain items used by St Oliver such as
vestments and the seventeenth century thurible found at Ballybarrack in 1920.
